Annotation. Archaeological sites of the period of domination of the Rouran Kaganate in Central Asia and the
time of its subsequent disintegration are still poorly studied. The main available information was obtained during
excavations of funerary complexes in the Altai. Among them, the Yaloman-II burial mound stands out, with numerous
items, including those made of organic materials, preserved in its burials. This paper analyses two metal earrings
Jfound in a pair burial of two boys. The X-ray fluorescence analysis of these ornaments is carried out and the range
of closest analogues is given.
