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Results of research at the site of Hushuun Denzh-04 (Central Mongolia):
planned works and sensational finds
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Annotation. Research conducted in the autumn 2023 at the archaeological site of Hushuun Denzh-04 in Central
Mongolia yielded a large collection of 34 stone tools and implements that were apparently used in the manufacture
of ancient sculptures («deery stones). Such a number of these finds in one place was recorded for the first time. Their
detailed study will make it possible to reconstruct to a certain extent the production and ritual activities of masters
who created memorial and funerary complexes in Inner Asia. The western boundary of the distribution of «deer»
stones is fixed in the Tien Shan area.
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
