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Sculptural representation of a boar from the A.V. Anokhin National Museum
of the Altay Republic (publication and interpretation by Sergey I. Rudenko)#

The article discusses Sergey I. Rudenko’s publication and brief interpretation in his monograph “The Culture
of the Mountain Altai Population in the Scythian Period” of a stone sculpture of a boar, which is now kept
in the collections of the AV. Anokhin National Museum of the Altai Republic and comes from the collection
of N.S. Gulyayev. The article presents the scholar’s views on the dating, cultural affiliation, and manufacturing
technology of the object. Two other works devoted to this find are also mentioned. The authors of the
article provide a more detailed description of the parameters of the sculptural image and some of the
techniques used in its manufacture.
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
