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Sergey I. Rudenko’s study of the Pazyryk shields3

Sergey I. Rudenko made a significant contribution to the study of the Pazyryk shields. His monographs
“Culture of the Population of Altai Mountain in Scythian Time” (1953) and “Culture of the Population of
Central Altai in Scythian Time” (1960) describe in detail the items of protective armour found. Sergey
Ivanovich supplemented Mikhail P. Gryaznov’s information about the shields found in the First Pazyryk
barrow. The same artefacts found by him in the First Tuekta barrow significantly expanded the knowledge
about the culture of ancient nomads. All the whole shields and the fragments found are kept in the State
Hermitage Museum and the Biysk Museum of Local Lore named after V.V. Bianki.
